At the Biltmore Hotel in Hollywood, stars gathered to discuss
the future of the industry. Cedric Gibbons, an art director,
picked up a pencil and created on a tablecloth the design for the
first statuette that was to become the award for achievement.

The first trophies were presented two years after the inaugura-
tion of the Academy. Initially there was no specific name for the
statuette sitting on the desk of one of the executives. When she
first saw it she reportedly remarked, “Why he looks just like my
Uncle Oscar!” Ever since, millions around the world have
known Ms. Herrick’ s uncle.

Social scientists tell us that we all need some special recogni-
tion at times. Knowing that superiors, peers and others acknow!-
edge our efforts and endeavors helps to bolter our self-
confidence. While some may interpret the gesture as meaning
that one is superior to others, it occurs to me that the nobler con-
strual would be that one has excelled in facing and meeting the
challenges that come his our her way.

| imagine that we have all encountered folks who will do ex-
tremely well only for the purpose of receiving the reward of
recognition But then we've met far more who shine solely be-
cause they love what they’ re doing and understand how benefi-
cia their labors can be for others. While I’'m sure Jesus would
want us to enjoy the recognition we receive for outstanding
work, my sense is that the Lord would have us place our efforts
in context and not expect the adulation. For if the anticipated
praise is not forthcoming, envy and bitterness can rise up from
within and indeed taint the personality. The humble one under-
stands that giving our best isreally our responsibility as children
of awonderful Creator. Surprisingly, those are the ones whose
exaltation is far more satisfying.
