Dear Friends, 
 
   A fellow rushed his very limp dog to the veterinarian’s office.  
After he placed the dog on the examination table, the doctor 
pulled a stethoscope from his pocket and began examining the 
animal all over.  After a few seconds, he turned to the fellow and 
said, “ I’m so very sorry, but you dog is dead.”  
   “What?”  Screamed the dog’s owner.  “How can you possibly 
make such a diagnosis without any testing:  I want another opin-
ion.”  
   Well, the veterinarian turned and walked out of the office, 
returning momentarily with a Labrador Retriever.  The Retriever 
immediately began to check out the other dog, sniffing here and 
there.  Finally, the Retriever raised his head and let out a loud 
bark and started to shake his head back and forth signaling that 
the other dog was indeed dead.  The vet took the Labrador out 
and seconds later returned with a Cheshire cat. 
   The cat jumped up on the examination table and began to sur-
vey the dog lying there.  Within a minute the cat too shook its 
head and moaned, “Meow.”  then the vet took the cat away. 
   When he came back to the examination room, the veterinarian 
handed the dog owner a bill for $500.

In other 
words, they should never take the place of those made in the 
image of God; namely other people.  Thus, the Catechism would 
note that the alleviation of human misery should take priority 
over attention to our pets.  Some hearts may have difficulty with 
this, but it seems only prudent.
