None of us want to be vulnerable to pain. Because we usually
experience it so early in life, we learn to develop defenses -
physical and psychological - to ward off the pain as we grow.

So any poten-
tial hurtful situation is seen to be a curse, when, in fact, it could
be a blessing in disguise. For example, at the prospect of a job
performance evaluation, some may cringe and detest the experi-
ence, defensively denigrating both the process and the evaluator.
Yet, in reality, the criticism that emerges from the process may
prove to be very helpful to the one being evaluated, if he or she
receives it realizing that the intention of the evaluator was to
improve performance.

Over the past few years, our nation has come to a clear under-
standing of the extent of our own vulnerability. We, too, as indi-
viduals, now struggle to recapture some sense of security in our
own lives. Some of this is necessary, But we must be careful
lest we erect extremely high individual and national barriers to
preclude any vulnerability whatsoever. When we do so in the
social and personal arena, even greater suffering will be the re-
sult. That’s why we still trust in God’s goodness to help us.
