Dear Friends, 
 
     When you' re walking in the mall or into the church for the 
weekend liturgy or in the supermarket and someone you 
know approaches you and says, “How are you?”   How do 
you usually respond?  If you' re like most folks I' ll bet with-
out thinking you say, “Fine!”  and then go on to some topic of 
mutual interest.  While a lot of folks do indeed feel fine, I 
have observed that it' s rare for those who don' t, tell me how 
they really are.  Those folks do not intentionally try to hide 
their circumstances.  While some have learned not to bother 
others with their situation if it isn' t a pleasant one, by far the 
vast majority say “ fine”  simply because they have developed 
a patterned response to the question over the years.  And 
these responses carry us through so many situations. 
     Sam “Killer”  Kaplan, a hit man for a notorious New York 
gang, Murder, Inc., which operated in the Brownsville sec-
tion of Brooklyn in the 1930' s, was caught in a heavy cross-
fire during a gang war.  Wounded severely, he managed to 
crawl three blocks to his mother' s home.  Struggling to climb 
the stairs and bleeding profusely, he used his remaining 
strength to bang on her door.  “Mama”, he gasped, “Mama, 
it' s me, Sammy.  I' m hurt bad.”   “Sit down and eat, “  said his 
mother.  “Later we' ll talk.”   Why do we use patterned re-
sponses?  What is their effect?  In a world where so many 
seek some security, I suspect that patterned responses seem, 
even to a slight degree, to satisfy that need.  They don' t re-
quire much thought on our part, but somehow they break the 
ice or settle the issue at hand.  The difficulty, though, is that 
the security is really a false one. 
     When I walked out of the house as a child, my mom 
would inevitably say, “Be careful!”   In fact, she still does!  I 
never gave it much thought, but in retrospect I know it made 
her feel better and secure.  How many kids do you think actu-
ally stop and remember their mother' s “be careful”  when 
they' re faced with the tantalization of being mischievous? 
     It occurs to me that abusive language can also be a pat-
terned response.  When some feel threatened by a particular 
person, they may have learned shouting an abusive word or 
phrase might intimidate the other who will succumb to their 
wishes, leave them alone, and, in effect, give them a sense of 
security; but it' s false. 
     It occurs to me that the security which patterned responses 
can offer is false because it is not lasting.  As a matter of fact 
these responses can be barriers to real communication be-
tween folks; communication which, while perhaps painful, 
can bring a sense of peace and personal safety which is 
wholesome. 
     Are patterned responses part of our relationship with God?  
When we meet the Lord in prayer, is our conversation an 
honest dialogue or is it the hasty prayer to appease the Al-
mighty and help us feel that we' ve done our duty?  The secu-
rity which comes from the latter isn' t real, is it?
