Dear Friends, 
 
James Lenfestey wrote not long ago in the Minneapolis Star Tribune 
of a wonderful incident which served as a foundation for future 
integrity. 
 
     He was a young boy-11 years old, and went fishing every chance 
he got from the dock at his family’ s cabin on an island in the middle 
of a New Hampshire lake. 
 
     On the day before the bass season opened, he and his father were 
fishing early in the evening, catching sunfish and perch with worms.  
Then he tied on a small silver lure and practiced casting.  The lure 
struck the water and caused colored ripples in the sunset, then silver 
ripples as the moon rose over the lake. 
 
     When his pole doubled over, he knew something huge was on the 
other end.  His father watched with admiration as the boy skillfully 
worked the fish alongside the dock. 
 
     Finally he very gingerly lifted the exhausted fish from the water.  
It was the largest one he had ever seen, but it was a bass. 
 
     The boy and his father looked at the handsome fish, gills playing 
back and forth in the moonlight.  The father lit a match and looked 
at his watch.  It was 10 p.m. - two hours before the season opened.  
He looked at the fish and then at the boy. 
 
     “You’ ll have to put it back, son,”  he said. 
     “Dad!”  cried the boy. 
 
     “There will be other fish,”  said his father 
 
     “Not as big as this one, cried the boy. 
 
     He looked around the lake.  No other fisherman or boats were 
anywhere around in the moonlight.  He looked again at his father. 
 
     Even though no one had seen them, nor could anyone ever know 
what time the fish was caught, the boy could tell by the clarity of his 
father’s voice that the decision was not open for further discussion.  
He slowly worked the hook out of the lip of the huge bass, and low-
ered it back into the water.  The creature swished back and forth and 
disappeared into the night.  The young boy thought that would be 
the last time he would ever catch a fish as big as that one. 
 
     Now, 34 years later, the boy lives in New York and has the repu-
tation of being an excellent architect.  He knows too that he is a man 
of integrity.  An incident in his youth made him that way. 
 
     The values which Jesus proclaimed are meant to bring a whole-
ness to the lives of those who live by them.  Wholeness is synony-
mous with integrity.  When we struggle to do the right thing and opt 
for honesty, fidelity, trustworthiness and courage, God’s grace en-
ables us to experience integrity.  We don’ t become whole in a mo-
ment, and we can’ t put off becoming whole until we are adults.  As 
Christians we rely upon grace to guide us from the moment of our 
baptism to be persons of integrity.  The memories of valuable mo-
ments experienced in youth can serve us for a lifetime.
