Dear Friends, 
 
     A man went fishing one day.  He looked over the side of 
his boat and saw a snake with a frog in his mouth.  Feeling 
sorry for the frog, he reached down, gently took the frog from 
the snake, and set the frog free.  But then he felt sorry for the 
snake.  He looked round the boat, but he had no food.  All he 
had was a bottle of bourbon.  So he opened the bottle and 
gave the snake a few shots.  The snake went off happy, and 
the man was happy to have performed such good deeds.  
Thinking everything was great the man proceeded to cast his 
line out into the lake. 
     After ten minutes the fisherman heard something knock 
against the side of the boat.  With stunned belief, the fisher-
man looked down and saw the snake was back - with two 
frogs! 
     When it comes to finding solutions to our problems, it has 
been my observation that people can approach the situations 
rather naively and without much thought as to the conse-
quences of their actions.  Take parents and their children, for 
example. 
     How often will moms and dads, when faced with an un-
ruly child, try to bribe the child with rewards to improve his 
or her behavior.  How often will parents whose children get 
into trouble, immediately feel sorry for them and protect 
them instead of first considering completely the circum-
stances which created the dilemma and perhaps challenge 
their children who might have caused the trouble in the first 
place.  The seemingly easy solution to bring about quick 
calm might serve to postpone maturity and create even 
greater problems later. 
     When it comes to finding solutions to problems we might 
face as a parish, such as the lack of shared responsibility for 
our community on the part of some members, it is easy to 
simply say “as it was in the beginning is now and ever shall 
be;”  or that we have always had inactive members and to 
challenge them might cause our numbers to decrease.  But, 
doing nothing now could indeed prove perilous later. 
     Looking for solutions to the problems of life often means 
that we will have to enter into tension.  This is true for na-
tions which struggle with nations, within families, between 
friends and neighbors, in parishes and in our personal lives.  
By tension I do not mean conflict which can create destruc-
tion, but rather the pain which people bear as they search for 
truth.  To seek solutions to difficult problems we usually will 
encounter this pain or tension.  It seems to me that to think 
otherwise would be naïve. 
      The scriptures are replete with examples of people who 
searched for solutions to difficulties they faced.  Those who 
solved their problems met reality squarely and with God’s 
grace embraced the tensions.  When they denied those ten-
sions existed or tried to avoid them, either in their individual 
lives or in community, they suffered greatly later. 
     To so many things in life, there are no easy solutions.
