Dear Friends,  
     I think it was about six or seven years that I used to have a 
cup of coffee (decaffeinated) after early morning Mass before 
I went off to teach in the parish high school.  While drinking 
the coffee I would also try to catch a few minutes of the 
“Today Show” on TV.  I recall well one wintry morning I 
was sipping away while watching the TV when a special 
medical segment came on.  During a portion of the program, 
news of recent medical discoveries was aired.  On this par-
ticular day the correspondent was interviewing a doctor who 
had just made the recent discovery that decaffeinated coffee 
was a possible cause of cancer.  I choked.  Oh, not again!  A 
year before I gave up bacon, because it could cause cancer.  
Then I gave up grilled hamburgers, because the charcoal 
somehow caused cancer. Then I heard  that the sweeteners in 
diet pop caused cancer, so then they went.  When I heard that 
scotch whiskey could cause cancer I said, “Forget it!”  
     I’m sure you’ve heard someone complain that it seems to 
be only the things we really enjoy which cause cancer.  Those 
items which made us sick as kids like lima beans and spinach 
are really the things which are good for us now!  It seems so 
mixed up, doesn’ t it? 
     On a moral plane I’ve often heard people say that the 
things we really enjoy in life are those things which are de-
clared to be sinful.  “ If only such-and-such weren’ t a sin, I’d 
really have the time of my life!”  
     Often the media will tell us that something will cause can-
cer, but fail to tell us that the health danger lies in the fact 
that the foods have to be eaten in massive quantities.  If that 
were to be mentioned, the story really wouldn’ t be newswor-
thy, would it?  After all, everyone already knows that. 
     When it comes to the moral plane, something of an analo-
gous observation can be made.  Contrary to what some may 
believe, all those things which are enjoyable are not necessar-
ily sinful.  As I have mentioned before, a lot depends upon 
the circumstances.  But at the same time, quantity can make a 
difference.  For example, drinking alcohol is not really a sin-
ful thing at all.  Even Jesus took the opportunity to perform a 
miracle to make a wedding feast.  The sinfulness with drink-
ing alcohol comes when we imbibe so much that our ability 
to act in a human manner is impaired.  Our ability to choose 
freely must always be maintained, and we have no right to 
give up at any moment our need to act freely. 
     When it comes to games of chance too, sinfulness enters 
the picture when we risk our money to the point that losing it 
can cause damage to ourselves, our family and others who 
depend upon it for life’s necessities. 
     Both as individuals and as a parish community we have a 
responsibility to consider the fact that God has given us so 
many good things to enjoy in life.  He wants us to have fun.  
Everything has to be enjoyed, though, in the proper manner.  
As a parish, it’s important for us to have fun together and 
welcome others into our enjoyment.  It’ s important that we 
do so, though, in a way that builds us and others up so that 
we can become even more wholesome.  The same is true as 
individuals.
