Dear Friends, 
 
     The world’s stingiest man went shopping to buy his 
friend a birthday present but everything he saw was too 
expensive except a $50.00 vase that was on sale for 
$2.00, because the handle had been broken off.  He 
bought it and had the salesman ship it by mail, so that 
his friend would think he had paid $50.00 for it and that 
it had been broken in shipment. 
 
     A week later he received a thank you note from his 
friend, “Thank you for the lovely vase,”  his letter said.  
“ It was nice of you to wrap each piece separately.”  
 
     Most of us would never think of being so deceptive, 
would we?  We usually like to think that we are honest 
and open, and on the conscious level I am sure that is 
true.  Are there times, though, when, without really rec-
ognizing it, we can be deceptive?  For example, when I 
meet someone and that person asks, “How are you?”   I 
automatically respond, “Just fine,”  even though I may 
actually feel lousy that day. 
 
     Deception can be so much a part of our lives that we 
may feel comfortable with it after a while.  We may 
find ourselves coming to Mass each week and receiving 
the Eucharist without at all being aware of our sinful-
ness or if we are aware of it, without caring about it at 
all.  Throughout the week we may have cheated our 
employer by loafing on the job.  We may have been at 
odds with someone in our family and in our pride re-
fused reconciliation.  We may be selfish with our pos-
sessions or prejudiced in our opinions.  In these things 
and many more we may not only deceive ourselves but 
others as well when we approach the table of the Lord. 
 
     It seems to me that one who is serious about follow-
ing the Lord will take the opportunity often to examine 
his or her consciousness and conscience.  As we allow 
God to enter our soul and challenge us with his word, 
we will find that the Lord will awaken in us the realiza-
tion of whether we have been deceptive and in what 
ways this has occurred.  The recognition is frequently 
accompanied by a sense of sorrow which is an indica-
tion that spiritual health is present.  As we continue to 
welcome the Lord into the depth of our being and face 
his challenge, our actions become a truer manifestation 
of our soul.  Deception is replaced with perception - 
people find God in us.  Yes, the process can be painful, 
but that’s what makes it worthwhile.
