Dear Friends, 
   Every year when I go to Carey to celebrate Mass on the 
feast of the Assumption of Mary into heaven, I wander into 
the basement of the basilica to glance at the objects left 
there by persons who have experienced a miracle in their 
life.  As I saunter from one side of the church I’ ll find 
crutches and  leg braces, testimonial letters from people 
who were cured of cancer or another malady and even pho-
tos of folks who experienced a miracle in a relationship.  
My faith is strengthened as I notice the faith of others who 
were recipients of immense grace. 
   I have always believed in miracles and have even prayed 
for them, like many of you.  I recognize that my prayer 
doesn’ t guarantee a miracle, but the supplication does help 
me to become more aware of God’s will and work in my 
life.  I’ ve noticed, too, that it’s not uncommon for me to be 
aware of the fact that miracles of another variety happen 
daily; experiences that I may take for granted.   
   The other day I was reminded of ordinary miracles 
through an e-mail: 

 “ Today I  wish you a day of ordinary miracles: 
*A fresh pot of coffee you didn’ t make yourself. 
*An unexpected phone call from an old fr iend. 
*Green stoplights on your  way to work or  shop. 
   I  wish you a day of little things to rejoice in: 

*The fastest line at the grocery store. 
*A good sing-along-song on the radio. 

*Your  keys r ight where you look.”  
   Most of tend to define the word “miracle”  with something 
that is out of the ordinary or supernatural.  The word actu-
ally means something wonderful to behold. 
   While the ordinary miracles described above probably are 
not the result of God’s direct intervention, anyone who has 
experienced them would indeed consider them a blessing.  
Should all occur in a single day, we surely claim them 
something wonderful to behold. 
   From the time we place our feet on the floor in the morn 
till the moment our head once again rests on the pillow, 
perhaps we could be more cognizant of the real miracle we 
experienced that day - the gift of life of a great God who 
made us so wonderful to behold.
