Simply overjoyed that he didn’t have to give any strokes,
the superior player prepared himself for a thicker wallet
after the game. He addressed the ball, waggled his club,
and started to raise his club back. Just at the top of his
backswing, there came this blustery cry from his opponent,
“Gotchal”

The man at the tee topped the ball and hit it but a few
feet. Then, with considerable smugness, the duffer an-
nounced, “That was the first ‘gotcha.’

It seems to me that when morose delectation is woven
into the fabric of our lives, it begins to weaken our charac-
ter. To seek this form of one-upmanship will serve only to
dull our spirit. The Christian recognizes that evil existsin
our midst, but seeks the good in others. Or, as St
Augustine said, love the sinner, but hate the sin.

CONSULTANT GROUP TO DEVELOP LONG-RANGE
plan for Tiffin Catholic Schools... In May, Meitler Consultants
Inc. met with representatives of the Tiffin Catholic School Com-
munity, including pastors, school principals, school council
members, and others to discuss concerns about the future on en-
rollment, finances, program quality and governance. This meet-
ing led to a specific study question: “How can the Tiffin Catho-
lic Community provide the best quality Catholic school educa
tion to the greatest number of students with the most efficient
investment?’

The Three Catholic Schools expressed
concerns that included budgets that have
been increasingly difficult to balance, an-
nual budget deficits which are impacting
parish and school finances, enrollment and
marketing issues, financia viability, teach-
ers salaries and governance. The represen-
tatives also felt the schools must decide what model would be
best for the long - term viability of Catholic education in Tiffin.

As the process of developing a long-range plan begins, many
facts and figures for the three schools and two parishes were sent
to Meitler for their use. Now, representatives of Meitler will
come to Tiffin on October 26 through October 28. This is the
first of three or four visits to Tiffin for several days stay. They
will be meeting with principals, teachers, administrative staffs;
the Pastoral/Finance Councils of both parishes; the Foundation
Boards; pastors, city officias, the Three School Council, Catho-
lic leaders, and other interested parties. Meitler will aso be tour-
ing each of the schools.

As this process devel ops, many people involved with Catholic
education in the Tiffin Community will be asked to participate
and givetheir input. Thisisan exciting time for the Tiffin
Catholic Schools. We hope you will join us in welcoming Meit-
ler Consultants to the area.
