| was reading the other day about the famous comedienne
LucilleBall. It seemsthat early in her career she was just
one of many, many young actresses who auditioned for the
part of the leading lady, Scarlet O’ Hara, in that great movie
Gone With The Wind, that was produced by Mr. O. Selznick.

Wéll, it seems that while Miss Ball was heading to the
studio she happened to get caught in aterrible rainstorm and
was soaked to the bone. By the time she arrived at Mr. Sel-
znick’ s office, she was not the picture of grace and charm she
had hoped to present. Selznick happened to be late for the
audition, so when she arrived, Miss Ball knelt down in front
of thefireplace in his office to get both warm and dry.

After afew minutes, David O. Selznick raced into his of-
fice and saw Miss Ball and had her begin to read for the part
of Scarlet O'Hara. Injust afew moments, though, the pro-
ducer dismissed MissBall. The abruptness of Mr. Selznick’s
response to her reading was very humiliating for the actress,
for it suddenly struck her that she had actually auditioned on
her knees. In the following years, Lucille Ball was seen by
millions in many movies, but it wasn’t until 1950 that she and
her husband, Desi Arnaz, hit the big time. When the two of
them produced a pilot for a new comedy show, they took it to
CBS executives who promptly turned them down. Not suc-
cumbing to naysayers who said the show would go nowhere,
the couple came up with $8,000 between them and founded
Desilu Productions, which produced the famed program “I
Love Lucy.” It didn't take long for the show to become the
biggest hit on TV. What's so interesting, though, is that some
time later Desilu Productions purchased a studio from the
famed RKO - Pathe where Gone With The Wind was shot.
As soon as the deal was made, Lucille Ball moved into the
office of David O. Selznick, from which she had once been
dismissed.

A lot of folks who fail due to the whimsy of another may
beinclined to seek revenge. Others may simply accept their
circumstances and move on. Still others may reassess their
situation and, if they remain passionate about their aspira-
tions, they will skillfully formulate plans to achieve those
goals despite further obstacles. Those, like Lucille Ball, who
have selected the third option, often enjoy immense personal
and financial achievement. Asthis model can be effective for
success in career and monetary matters, the same can be true
when it comes to our soul.

When we are caught in the grip of any sin we may bein-
clined to punish ourselves or simply accept our circumstance.
But sustaining the effort to look beyond the present to the goal
that awaits those who persevere in the struggle against evil
can be a powerful impetus to keep going. Many ancestorsin
the faith whom we greatly admire today are highly honored
now precisely because they too faced temptations similar to
ours - or even greater - and succumbed to them, but eventu-
ally conquered them due to grace. They kept their eyesin-
tently fixed on the prize that awaited them. The glory they
enjoy can be ours!
